If you teach in the U.S. (or anywhere your students celebrate Thanksgiving), the
week after the holiday is the perfect time for a meaningful, low-prep Spanish
classroom activity that gets everyone talking.

Instead of answering “How was your break?” in English, this Chat Mat helps
students share what they did for Thanksgiving in Spanish using high-
frequency verbs in the preterite, useful time expressions, and simple follow-up
questions.

What Is a Chat Mat?

A Chat Mat is a visual support that sits in front of students while they speak. Think
of it as a conversation placemat:

» Key vocabulary & chunks

e Sentence starters

e Question prompts

e Supportive visuals

e Mini word banks organized by theme

The goal is to remove the fear of “I don’t know how to say it” so students can
focus on communicating. It's especially powerful as a Spanish classroom activity
because it keeps everyone in the target language without constant trips to the
dictionary.

Step-by-Step: How to Use This Spanish Classroom
Activity

1. Warm-Up in Spanish (5-10 minutes)

On the board, write a few simple questions:

» (Ddnde estuviste el jueves?
e (Con quién celebraste?
» (Comiste algo delicioso? éQué?

Give them some time to read and process the prompts and/or ask questions. They
can move around the room, sit in two lines facing each other, switching partners
every few minutes or work at tables.

Consider using this as a writing frame, too.
