Students ask each other what chores they do at home using the mat for support.
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2. Chore Chart Comparison

Compare family chore routines—Who does what? How often?

3. Create a Family Chore Map

Students describe which family member is responsible for each task.

4. Debate: Best and Worst Chores

Students use sentence starters to argue which tasks are easiest or hardest.

5. Cultural Perspectives

Discuss typical household responsibilities in francophone families and compare
them with students’ experiences.
