Here are some engaging ideas for classroom use:

1. Show & Tell (In French!)

Students describe a pet they have—or wish they had—using the mat as support.



2. Guess the Pet

One student describes a pet from the mat while the partner guesses which animal it
is.

3. Create an Imaginary Pet

Students invent a new animal, describe it, and present it to classmates.

4. Pet Adoption Role-Play

One student is an adoption worker; the other is choosing a pet. They ask and
answer questions using the mat.

5. Compare Pets Across Cultures

Discuss popular pets in different francophone countries and compare them with
local trends.
