Spanish words & phrases - Label your images and write short descriptions.
Sentences about your goals - Use sentence starters to write about your future.

Once your vision board is complete, prepare a short oral presentation in Spanish.
Explain your goals, what inspires you, and why you chose certain images.

Questions to Answer in Your Presentation:

» (Cuales son tus metas principales? (What are your main goals?)

» (Qué imdagenes escogiste y por qué? (What images did you choose and why?)

» (Qué palabras y frases usaste en espafiol? (What words and phrases did you
use in Spanish?)
